W hale watching is a fun and ex-
hilarating thing to do. Many 
people likely would agree with 

that. I knew for me though, a few hours out 

at sea aboard a boat would be a big test. 

Having never been a good swimmer, an ex-

tended time on the water made me nervous.

So when I finally went on a whale 

watching tour for the first time in my life, 

I had a jittery feeling just like most other 

days at sea. As a reporter, whale watching 

was something I wanted to try, but it was 

also something that made me uneasy. 

On this day, the weather was far from 

ideal. The cold snap that blanketed Japan 

over the last couple of days still left a chill 

in the air. It was a cloudy, windy and 

cold winter day in Okinawa. 
As soon as the double-hulled sailing 

boat I was on departed from Migusuku 

port in Naha city around 1:30 p.m., I was 

baptized by the choppy wintery sea. High 

waves came one after another, turning the 

boat into a mechanical bull at sea. Around 

30 passengers on the boat screamed in
